And it follows through in its
company practices, ranked by Fortune as the fifth
best company to work for. Similarly, if an
organization values “flat” hierarchy, it must
encourage more junior team members to dissent in
discussions without fear or negative repercussions.
And whatever an organization’s values, they must
be reinforced in review criteria and promotion
policies, and baked into the operating principles o
daily life in the firm.

People: No company can build a coherent culture
without people who either share its core values or
possess the willingness and ability to embrace
those values. That's why the greatest firms in the
world also have some of the most stringent
recruiting policies.

And the ability to unearth that
history and craft it into a narrative is a core
element of culture creation. The elements of that
narrative can be formal — like Coca-Cola, which
dedicated an enormous resource to celebrating its
heritage and even has a World of Coke museum in
Atlanta — or informal, like those stories about
how Steve Jobs’ early fascination with calligraphy
shaped the aesthetically oriented culture at Apple.
But they are more powerful when identified,
shaped, and retold as a part of a firm’s ongoing
culture.

Place: Why does Pixar have a huge open atrium
engineering an environment where firm members
run into each other throughout the day and interact
in informal, unplanned ways?
